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THE CITY LIBRARY IN NOVI SAD

The City Library in Novi Sad is one of the oldest cultural institution in the City and one of the largest public
libraries in Serbia. It has a collection of 450,000 books, about 1,400 periodicals and a large fund of other library
material. Today, it is @ modern cultural, educational and informational centre of the local community. It is the
central Library for the South Backa Region and projects, monitors and develops the library work and coordi-
nates the network of 250 libraries and library units. It is located in the old centre of Novi Sad, in Dunavska

me Street 1, in the building which is the legacy of Arsa and Anka Pajevic. It has the network of 23 branches (nine

in the City and fourteen in the suburbs), The Local Collection, The Information and Reference Center with The
Reading Room and with The Collection of British books.

t HISTORY OF THE LIBRARY

L j The Library continues the tradition of The Reading Room, founded in 1845. The first president of The Reading
Room was Jovan Raiji¢, Junior. After him it was Jovan HadZi¢, whose literary pseudonym was Milo§ Sveti€.

The Reading Room goit its first constitution and regulations of work in December, 1860. The most significant
period is in 1861, when dr Svetozar Mileti¢ becomes the president of The Reading Room and Jovan Jovano-
vi¢ Zmaj becomes the secretary. The same year, as a part of The Reading Room, the Serbian National Theatre
was founded - and it was the first professional Serbian theatre. The Serbian Reading Room organized work
of the United Youth of Serbia, The Serbian Singing Society and many other organizations. The Serbian Rea-
ding Room kept its individuality up to 1958, when by joining The Public Library Bura Danici¢ to the regional
libraries and the lending department of the Library of Matica srpska, the Library took its present form as The
City Library of Novi Sad.

THE LIBRARY TODAY

The aims of the Library are:
- to collect, process, store and lend books, periodicals, non-book material and other source of information;
- to provide free and open access to information and human knowledge;
- to provide self-education and formal education at all levels;
- to educate people to use different resources of information;
- to promote books and reading.

SERVICES

Lending books and book reservations; information service upon user’s request; complex database searches;
the use of popular scientific literature, reference collection and the Reading Room; the use of Local Collection;
assisting students in research; free Internet access; photocopying, scanning, printing, CD-ROM burning,
sending materials by e-mail or fax; cultural and educative programmes.

Book circulation: users can lend three books at a time and keep them for 21 days.
Reservations: the book which at the moment is not in the Library can be ordered personally, by the phone or
e-mail. The librarians will phone you back. The reserved books are kept for seven days.



DEPARTMENTS

THE LENDING DEPARTMENT

The library branch Bura Danici¢ is the largest lending department for adults in The City Library. It is located
in Dunavska Street 1. The open access collection consists of literature and popular scientific publications.
Most of the publications are in Serbian, but also in the languages of ethnical communities and foreign languages.

THE CHILDREN DEPARTMENT is the most attractive department of the Library. With more than 30,000 books,
1000 picture-books and 10 magazines for children, with electronic and educative editions in Serbian and in
English, with its modern approach to children through workshops and reading programmes is a proper place
for the youngest public.

THE INFORMATION AND REFERENCE CENTRE WITH THE READING ROOM AND

THE BRITISH BOOK COLLECTION

This modern service is especially important to the pupils and students, since it provides assistance in research
and writing papers. The referral librarians search electronic and printing sources and send the requested
material by e-mail, on CD, or in printed form. There are four computers with free Internet access for users to
search databases (ING-pro, EBART). The Reading Room has a rich collection of more than 13,000 reference
books, as well as 50 scientific magazines. Publications from this closed collection may be used with the library
card and only in the Reading Room. The British Book Collection has more than 3,000 publications. There are
materials for Cambridge ESOL exams, scientific books, modern British novels, multimedia (DVD, CD-ROM,
VHS), as well as books, picture-books and cartoons for children.

THE LOCAL COLLECTION, with 18,000 publications, 300 of which are monuments of culture and 1,500 rare
books (from the period of 1868-1918), has characteristics of a museum collection. The oldest book is from
1766. The colection preserves 1,350 serial publications and non-book material (postcards, posters, music and
cartographic collection).

THE DEPARTMENT FOR DEVELOPMENT is the central service for libraries in South Backa region and projects,
monitors and develops the library work.

THE ACQUISITION DEPARTMENT analyzes, makes concepts and profile of purchase and buys selected
books and periodicals.

THE DEPARTMENT FOR CATALOGUING processes library books, does analytical cataloguing of articles =
from periodicals and registers all publications in the electronic catalogue. Cataloguing is done according the |

international standards.

THE BOOKBINDERY
The bookbinding workshop does binding of all damaged publications and photocopying material necessary
for library work.
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PUBLISHING

The City Library publishes books that affirm local cultural heritage as well as work of significant peo-
ple from cultural history of Novi Sad. The most important editions are: The Treasure of Domicile,
Legatee, Homeland, Translations and The Novi Sad Manuscript. The Library is the publisher of the
legacy - of unpublished books of Stevan PeSi€. It publishes the children magazine The Library Guide,
bibliographies and information bulletin The Mosaic.

CULTURAL, INFORMATIVE AND
EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMMES

Because of its different cultural, informative and educational programmes, The City Library is one of
the most popular cultural centres of Novi Sad. Annualy, it has about 350 different events: literary
evenings, book promotions, discussion groups, lectures, concerts, exhibitions, seminars, workshops,
interactive programs, manifestations, concourses.

There are 69 expert workers, among 87 employees, and they are the resource of our professional re-
liability. Director of the Library is Mr Milo§ Pankov.
